Attached is a copy of the original journal kept in French by Jean Baptist Teissier on his marriage to and
subsequent children with Augustine Gebelin Teissier. From what | could read (I do not read French!)
there are 7 infants listed. However, from the archdiocese of baton Rouge records of Births and
Baptisms, |located 3 other children who didn’t make it beyond childhood. Augustine was 22 (in 1870)
when she married and 39 when she died in Sept 1888 as described in this journal last page.

Their third child was my husband’s grandmother.... Emilie Teissier (Dow) born July 1, 1875 with her
first communion in St Jacques Parish (St James) on March 22,1886. Emilie married William David Dow
on 7 June 1900 at age 25,(book 22, folio 216 office or recorder of births, marriages, and deaths, parish of
Orleans) her husband being 30 and from Pavilion County, Genessee, New York. The receipt for the
registry of marriage was from Mr. F (fortune) Jaubert who was also a witness at the ceremony. Mr.
Jaubert at that time was the executor of her fathers estate .. that is Jean Baptist Teissier whose
journal is attached. William David Dow was a brass bed salesman, as metal beds were the rage as they
were thought to be more sanitary than wood. They later moved to Chicago, Il where he died at an
early age of 44in Feb 15,1914. He and Emilie are both interred in the WD Dow Mausoleum at
lakeview Metatrie in New Orleans . This crypt also contains the remains of her older sister Marguerite
Augustine Teissier (b 8.28.1871; died Dec 31, 1916); her brother Louis Gaston Teissier (b feb 2, 1887
died Dec 10, 1947 ) her sister Marion Clair Dow Strong, her husband and son Fred Hudson Strong and
Fred “Clegg “ Strong, respectively. Of interest is the fact that Augustine Gebelin Teissier’s brother
Joseph J. Teissier, served as assistant Secretary of State (Louisiana from 1877-1888) under the
Governor Will A. Strong, who was Clegg Strong’s great Uncle!

Emilie moved back to New Orleans with her two daughters , Marguerite Teissier Dow later McEnerny
(Harry ‘s Mother) and Marion Clair Dow, later Strong. She lived with her daughter Marguerite (aka
Mareete ) Teissier McEnerny from the time their new home at 49 Versailles Blvd was built in 1947 to
her death April 15, 1968. Harry’s father was born Harry Emmet McEnerny on Feb 20 1897 but later
changed his name to Harry McEnerny Jr. He was the founding partner in the law firm of Leginer,
McEnerny and Waguespack. He died on Feb 20, 1972 at age 75 and along with his wife Marguerite and
their only daughter Marion Clair “Peggy” Brooks are interred in their mausoleum at Lake view Metarie
in New Orleans also .
